@ One type of mixed conditional refers to the hypothetical present result of
a past condition, e.g. If had taken any photos, | would show them to you.
Another type refers to the hypothetical past result of a present condition,
e.g. IfI were in better shape, | would have gone on the trek.

Instead of if, we can use an inversion. This is more formal, e.g. Had I not gone
on the trip, | wouldn't have seen the amazing natural park.
